ALL OCCUPATIONS LISTED ABOVE RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS:

HEALTH & WELFARE: $4.98 per hour, up to 40 hours per week, or $199.20 per week or
$863.20 per month

HEALTH & WELFARE EO 13706: $4.57 per hour, up to 40 hours per week, or $182.80 per
week, or $792.13 per month*

*This rate is to be used only when compensating employees for performance on an SCA-
covered contract also covered by EO 13706, Establishing Paid Sick Leave for Federal
Contractors. A contractor may not receive credit toward its SCA obligations for any
paid sick leave provided pursuant to EO 13706.

VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or
successor; and 4 weeks after 3 years. Length of service includes the whole span of
continuous service with the present contractor or successor, wherever employed, and
with the predecessor contractors in the performance of similar work at the same
Federal facility. (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173)

HOLIDAYS: A minimum of eleven paid holidays per year: New Year's Day, Martin
Luther King Jr.'s Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Juneteenth
National Independence Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans'
Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day. (A contractor may substitute for any of
the named holidays another day off with pay in accordance with a plan communicated
to the employees involved.) (See 29 CFR 4.174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE NUMBERED FOOTNOTES IN PARENTHESES RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING:
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1) COMPUTER EMPLOYEES: This wage determination does not apply to any individual
employed in a bona fide executive, administrative, or professional capacity, as
defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541. (See 41 C.F.R. 6701(3)). Because most Computer
Systems Analysts and Computer Programmers who are paid at least $27.63 per hour (or
at least $684 per week if paid on a salary or fee basis) likely qualify as exempt
computer professionals under 29 U.S.C. 213(a)(1) and 29 U.S.C. 213(a)(17), this wage
determination may not include wage rates for all occupations within those job
families. 1In such instances, a conformance will be necessary if there are nonexempt
employees in these job families working on the contract.

Job titles vary widely and change quickly in the computer industry, and are not
determinative of whether an employee is an exempt computer professional. To be
exempt, computer employees who satisfy the compensation requirements must also have
a primary duty that consists of:

(1) The application of systems analysis techniques and procedures, including
consulting with users, to determine hardware, software or system functional
specifications;

(2) The design, development, documentation, analysis, creation, testing or
modification of computer systems or programs, including prototypes, based on and
related to user or system design specifications;

(3) The design, documentation, testing, creation or modification of computer
programs related to machine operating systems; or

(4) A combination of the aforementioned duties, the performance of which
requires the same level of skills. (29 C.F.R. 541.400).

Any computer employee who meets the applicable compensation requirements and the
above duties test qualifies as an exempt computer professional under both section
13(a)(1) and section 13(a)(17) of the Fair Labor Standards Act. (Field Assistance
Bulletin No. 2006-3 (Dec. 14, 2006)). Accordingly, this wage determination will not
apply to any exempt computer employee regardless of which of these two exemptions is
utilized.

2) AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY: If you
work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential
and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.

If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your
regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday
premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime
(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered
overtime work).

** HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL **

An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that
represents a high degree of hazard when working with or in close proximity to
ordnance, explosives, and incendiary materials. This includes work such as
screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive ordnance, explosives,
and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder and photoflash powder.
All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives. Demilitarization,
modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations on sensitive
ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials. All operations involving re-grading
and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that
represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to
ordnance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials
which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the
employee engaged in the operation, irritation of the skin, minor burns and the like;
minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used. All
operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordnance, explosive, and
incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition. These differentials
are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for
ordnance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract
(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or
local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by
laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an
employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage
determination.

(2) The design, development, documentation, analysis, creation, testing or
modification of computer systems or programs, including prototypes, based on and
related to user or system design specifications;

(3) The design, documentation, testing, creation or modification of computer
programs related to machine operating systems; or

{(4) A combination of the aforementioned duties, the performance of which
requires the same level of skills. (29 C.F.R. 541.40@).

Any computer employee who meets the applicable compensation requirements and the
above duties test qualifies as an exempt computer professicnal under both section
13{a)(1) and section 13(a)(17} of the Fair Labor Standards Act.

It requires all parties involved in the Preparation, negotiation,
performance, or administration of contracts to act in good faith.

[ x ] 2. GENERAL INTENTION: Unless otherwise specified, these General Terms and conditions are intended for the bidder to
provide the Govemment of Guam (Government) with specified services or with materials, supplies or equipment completely assembled
and ready for use

[x]3. TAXES: Bidders are cautioned that they are subject to Guam Income Taxes as well as all other taxes on Guam transactions.
Specific information on taxes may be cbtained from the Director of Revenue and Taxalion.

[ x] 4. LICENSING: Bidders are cautioned that the Government will not consider for award any offer submitted by a bidder who has
not complied with the Guam Licensing law. Specific information an licenses may be obtained from the Director of Revenue and
Taxation,

[ x]5. LOCAL PROCUREMENT PREFERENCE: All procurement of supplies and services where possible, will be made from
amang businesses licensed to do business on Guam in accordance with section 5008 of the Guam Procurement Act (SGCA, Chapter
5) and Section 1104 of the Guam Procurement Regulations.

[x]6. COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFICATIONS AND OTHER SOLICITATION REQUIREMENTS: Bidders shall comply with
all specifications and other requirernants of the Saolicitation.

[ 17.“ALL OR NONE” BIDS: Unless otherwise allowed under this Solicitation, “all or none* bids may be deemed to be non-
responsive. If the bid is so limitad. the Government may reject part of such proposal and award on the remainder.

NOTE: By checling this item, The Government is requesting all of the bid items to be items to be bided or none at
all. The Government will not award on an itemized basis. Reference 3-101.06 of the Guam Procurement Regulations.

[x ]} 8. INDEPENDENT PRICE DETERMINATION: The bidder, upon signing the Invitation for Bid, certifies that the prices in his
bid were derived without collusion, and acknowledges that collusion and anti-competitive practices are prohibited by law. Viclations will
be subject to the provision of Section 5651 of that of the Guam Procurement Act. Other existing civil, criminal or administrative
remedies are net impaired and may be in addition to the remedies in Section 5651 of the Govemment code. By submitting a bid, the
bidder cerdifies that its price was independently arrived at without coltusion,

[x ] 9. BIDDER'S PRICE: The Government will consider not more than two (2) (basic and Alternate) item prices and the bidder shal
explain fully each price if supplies, materials, equipment, and/or specified services offered comply with specifications and the products
origin. Where basic or alternate bid meets the minimum required specification, cost and other factors will be considered. Failure to
explain this requirament will result in rejection of the bid.

[x] 10. BID ENVELOPE: Envelope shall be sealed and marked wilh the Bidders name, Bid number, time, date and place of Bid
opening.

[ x]11. BID GUARANTEE REQUIREMENT: Bidder is required to submit a Bid Guarantee Bond or standby irrevocable Letter of
Credit or Gertified Check or Cashiar’s Check in the sams bid envelope to be held by the Govemment pending delivery of items being
procured, The Bid Guarantee Bond, Letter of Credit, Certified Check or cashier's check must be issued by any local surety or banking
institution licensed to do business on Guam and made payable to the Guam Solid Waste Authority in the amount of fifteen percent
{15%} of the total bid offer. The Bid Bond must be submitted on Government Standard Form BB-1 (copy enclosed). Personal Checks
will not be accepted as Bid Guarantee. If a successful Bidder (contractor} withdraws from the bid or fails to enter into contract within the
prescribed time, such Bid guarantee will be forfeited to the Gevernment of Guam. Bids will be disqualified if not accompanied by Bid
Bond, Letter of Credit, Certified Check or Cashier's Check. Bidder must include in hisfher bid, valid copies of a Power of Attorney from
the Surety and a Cerlificate of Authority from the Government of Guam to show proof that the surety company named on the bond
instrument is authorized by the Government of Guam to be qualified to do business on Guam. For detailed information on bonding
matters, contact the Department of Revenue and Taxation. Failure to submit a valid Power of Attorney and Certificate of Authority on
the surety is cause for rejection of bid. (GPR Section 3108(c )(3)) Pursuant to 5 GCA Section 5212, all competitive sealed bidding
for the procurement of supplies or services exceeding $26,000 must be accompanied by bid security In the amount of 16% of
the total bid price.

{x]12. PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE: Bidders, who are awarded a contract under this solicitation, guarantee that goods will be
delivered or required services performed within the time specified. Failure to perform the contract in a satisfactory manner may be
causa for suspansion or debarment from doing business with the Government and for enforcement of Section 23 of these General
terms and Conditions. In addition, the Government will hold ihe Vendor liable and will enforce the requirements as set forth in Section
41 of these General Terms and Conditions.

[x] 13. SURETY BONDS: Bid and Performance Bonds caverage must be signed or countersigned in Guam by a foreign or
alien surely’s resident general agent. The Surety must be an Insurance Company, authorized by the Govermnment of Guam
and qualified to do business in Guam. Bids will be disqualified if the Surety Company does not have a valid Certificate of
Authority from the Government of Guam to conduet business in Guam.

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{x]14. COMPETENCY OF BIDDERS: Bids will be considered only from the such bidders who, in the opinion of the Govemment
can show evidance of their ability, experience, equipment, and facilities to render satisfactory service.

The literature fumished must clearly identify the item{s) in the Bid
The descriptive literature is required to astablish for the purpose of evaluation and award details of the product(s) the bidder proposes
to furnish including design, materials, components, performance characteristics, methods of manufacture, construction, assembly or
other characterislics which are considered appropriate. Rejection of the Bid will be required if the descriplive lterature(s) do not show
that the product(s) offered conform(s) fo the specifications and other requirements of this solicitation. Failure to fumish the descriptive
litarature(s) by the time spacifiad in the Solicitation will require rejection of the bid.

[ 121. SAMPLES: Sample(s} of the item{s) specified in this solicitation must be furnished as a part of the bid and must be received
at the date and time set for opening Bids. The sample(s) should represent exactly what the bidder proposes to furnish and will be used
to determine if the item(s) offered complies wilh the specifications. Rejection of the Bid will be required if the sample(s) do not show that
the product(s} offered conform({s) to the specifications and other requirements of this solicitation.

{X} 23. AWARD, CANCELLATION, & REJECTION: Award shall be made to the lowest responsible bidder, whose bid is
detarmined to be the most advantageous to the Government, taking into consideration the evaluation factors set forth in this solicitation.
No other factors or crileria shall be used in the evaluation. The right is reserved as the interest of the Government may require to waive
any minor irregularity in bid received. The Guam Solid Waste Authority shall have the authority to award, cancel, or reject bids, in whole
or in part for any one or more items if he determines it is in the public interest. In case of an ermor in the extension of prices, unit price
will gavem, It is the policy of the Government to award contracts to qualified local bidders. The Govemnment reserves the right to
increase or decrease the quantity of the iterns for award and make additional awards for the same type of items and the vendor agrees
to such modifications and additional awards based on the bid prices for a period of thirty (30) days after original award. No award shall
be made under this solicitation which shall require advance payment or irrevocable letter of credit from the government (GPR Section 3-
202.14.1)

[ 124. MARKING: Each outside container shall be marked with the Purchase Order number, item number, brief item description and
quantity. Letter marking shall not be less than 34" In height.

[ x] 25. SCHEDULE FOR DELIVERY: Successful bidder shall notify the Guam Solid Waste Authority, Telephone No. 647-4312 at
least twenty-four (24) hours before delivary of any item under this solicitation.

[ 126. BiLL OF SALE: Successful supplier shall render Bills of Sale for each item delivered under this contract. Failure to comply
with this requirement will result in rejection of delivery. The Bill of Sale must accompany the items delivered but will not be considered
as an inveice for payment. Supplier shall bill the Government in accordance with billing instructions as indicated on the Purchase Order,

[ 127. MANUFACTURER'S CERTIFICATE: Successful bidder is required, upon delivery of any iftem under this solicitation, to
furnish a certificate from the manufaciurer indicating that the goods meet the specifications. Failure to comply with this request will
result in rejection of delivery or payment. Supplier shall bill the Government in accordance with billing instructions as indicated on the
Purchase Order.

[ x]26. INSPECTION: All supplies, materials, equipment, or services delivered under this contract shall be subject to the inspection
and/or test conducted by the Government at destination. If in any case the supplies, materials, equipment, or services are found to be
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defective in rnaterial, workmanship, performance, or otherwise do not conform with the specifications, the Government shall have the
right to reject the items or require that they be correcled. The number of days required for correction will be determined by the
Government.

| 129. MOTOR VEHICLE SAFETY REQUIREMENTS: The Government will anly consider Bids on motor vehicles which comply
with the requirements of the National Traffic and Motor Vehicle safety Act of 1966 {Public Law 89-563) and Ciean Air Act as amended
{Public Law B88-206), that are applicable to Guam. Bidders shall state if the equipment offered comply with these aforementioned

[ ]30. SAFETY INSPECTIONS: All motor vehicles delivered under this conlract must pass the Government of Guam Vehicle
Inspection before delivery at destination.

a) Guarantee of Vehicle Type of Equipment
The successful bidder shall guarantee vehicular type of equipment offered against defective parts, workmanship, and
parformance, for a period of not less than one (1} year after date of receipt of equipment. Bidder shall also provide service
to the equipment for at least one (1) year. Servica to be provided shall include, but will not be limited to tune ups (change
of spark plugs, contact points and condensers) and lubrication (change of engine and transmission oil). All parts and labor
shall be at the expanse of the bidder. All parts found defective and not caused by misuse, negligence or accident within
the guarantee pericd shall be repaired, replaced, or adjusted within six (6) working days after notice from the Government
and without cost to the Government. Vehicular type of equipment as used in this context shall include equipment used for
transportation as differentiated from tractors, backhoes, elc.

b) Guarantee of Other Type of Equipment:
The successful bidder shall guarantee all other types of equipment offered, except those mentioned in 31a, above,
against defective parts, workmanship, and performance for a period of not less than three (3) months after date of receipt
of equipment. Bidder shall also provide service to the equipment for at least three (3} months. All parts found within that
period shall be repaired or replaced by the Contractor withoul cost to the Government. Repairs, adjustments or
replacements of defective parts shall be completed by the contractor within six (8) working days after notice from the

[ x ] 40. JUSTIFICATION OF DELAY: Bidders who are awarded contracts under this Solicitation, guarantee that the goods will be
delivered to their destination or required services rendered within the time specified. If the bidder is not able to meet the spacified
delivery date, he is required to nolify the Guam Solid Waste Authority of such delay. Notification shall be in writing and shall be received
by the Guam Solid Waste Authority at least twenty-four (24) hours before the specified delivery date. Notification of delay shall include
an explanation of the causes and reasons for the delay including statement(s) from supplier or shipping company causing the delay.
The Govenment reserves the right to reject delay justification if, in the opinion of the Chief Procurement Officer, such justification is not
adequate.

[ x ] 41. SERVICE-DISABLED VETERAN OWNED BUSINESS PREFERENCE: Bidding is subject to the policy in favor of
Service-Disabled Veteran Owned Business as defined in 5 GCA seclions 5011 and 5012.

{Default) of the Termination for Default Clause of this contract and fails to cure in the time specified, the contractor shall be liable for
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damages for delay in the amount of cne-fourth of one percent (1%) of outstanding order per calendar day from data set for cure unt
either the lemitory reasonable cobtains similar supplies or services if the contractor is terminated for default, or untl the contractor
provides the supplies or services if the contractor is not terminated for defaull. To the extent that the contractor's delay of non-
performance is excused under Paragraph 15 (Excuse for Nonperformance or Delayed Performance) of the Termination for Default
Clause of this contract, liquidated damages shall not be due the territory. The contractor remains liable for damages caused other than
by delay. 2 GAR, Div. 4 §6101(d)

[ x]43. PHYSICAL LIABILITY: If it becomes necessary for the Vendor. either as principal, agent or employee, 1o enter upon the
premises or property of the Govemment of Guam in order to construct, erect, inspect, make delivery or remove property hereunder, the
Vendor hereby covenants and agrees to take, use, provide and make all proper, necessary and sufficient precautions, safeguards and
protections against occurrence of any accidents, injuries or damages to any person or properly during the progress of the work heremn
covered, and te be responsible for, and to indemnify and save harmless the Government of Guam from the payment of all sums of
money by reason of all or any such accidents, injuries, or damages that may occur upon or about such work, and fines, penalties and
loss incurred for or by reasons of the violations of any territorial ordinance, regulations. or the laws of Guam or the United States, while
the work is in progress.

1. BID FORMS: Each bidder shall be provided with two {2) sets of Solicitation forms.
Additional copies may be provided upon request. Bidders requesting additional copies of said forms will be
charged per page in accordance with Section 6114 of the Government Code of Guam. All payments for this
purpose shall be by cash, cerlified check or money order and shall be made payable to the Guam Solid Waste
Authority.

2. PREPARATIONS OF BIDS:

a. Bidders are required to examine the drawings, specifications, schedule, and all instructions. Faiure to do so
will be at bidder’s risk.

b. Each bidder shall furnish the information required by the Solicitation. The bidder shall sign the solicitation and
print or type his name on the Schedule. Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the
bid. Bids signed by an agent are to be accompanied by evidence of this authorily unless such evidence has
been previously furnished to the issuing office.

¢.  Unit price for each unit offered shall be shown and such price shall inciude packing unless otherwise
specified. A total shall be entered in the amount celumn of the Schedule for each item offered. In case of
discrepancies between a unit price and extended price, the unil price will be presumed to be correct.

d. Bids for supplies or services other than those specified will not be considered. Time, if stated as a number of
days, means calendar days and will include Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays beginning the day after the
issuance of a Nolice to Procaad. Time stated ending on Saturday. Sunday or Government of Guam legal
holiday will end at the close of the next business day.

e. No Enlitlement to Preparation Costs - the bidder expressly waives any right it may have against the
government for any expenses incurred in connection with the preparation of its bid.

3. EXPLANATION TO BIDDERS: Any explanation desired by a bidder regarding the meaning or interpretation of
the Solicitation, drawings. specifications, elc., must be submitted in writing and with sufficient time allowed for a
written reply to reach all bidders before the submission of their bids. Oral explanations or instructions given before
the award of the contract will not be binding. Any infermation given to a prospective bidder concerning a
Solicitation will be fummished to all prospective bidders in writing as an amendment to the Solicitation if such
information would be prejudicial to uninformed bidders.

4. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF AMENDMENTS TO SOLICITATIONS: Receipt of an amendment to a Solicitation by
a bidder must be acknowledged by signing an acknowledgement of receipt of the amendment. Such
acknowledgement must be received prior to the hour and date specified for receipt of bids.

§. SUBMISSION OF BIDS:

a. Bids and modifications thereof shall be enclosed in sealed envelopes and addressed to the office specified in
the Solicitation. The bidder shall show the hour and date specified in the Solicitation for receipt, the
Solicitation number, and the name and address of the bidder on the face of the envelope.

b. Electronic bids will not be considered unless authorized by the Solicitation, However, bids may be modified or
withdrawn by written or electronic notice, provided such notice is received prior to the hour and date specified
for receipt (see paragraph 6 of these instructions).

c. Samples of items, when required, must be submitted within the time specified, unless otherwise specified by
the Government. at no expense to the Government. If not destroyed by testing, samples will be returned at
bidder's request and expense, uniess otherwise specified by the Solicitation.

d. Samples or descriptive literalure should not be submitted unless it is required by this solicitation. Regardless
of any attempt by a bidder {0 condition the bid, unsolicited samples or descriptive literature will not be
examined or tested at the bidder’s risk, and will not be deemed to vary any of the provisions of this
Solicitation.

6. FAILURE TO SUBMIT BID: If no bid is to be submitted, do not return the solicitation documents unless otherwise
spacified. A letler or postcard shall be sent to the issuing office advising whether future Solicitations for the type of
supplies or services covered by this Soficitation are desired.

7. LATE BID, LATE WITHDRAWALS, AND LATE MODIFICATIONS:
a. Definition: Any bid received after the time and date set for receipt of bids is late. Any withdrawal or
maodification of a bid received after the time and date set for opening of bids at the place designated for
opening is late {Guam Procurement Regulations Section 3-202)
b. Treatment: No late bid, late modification, or late withdrawal will be considered unless received before
coniract award, and the bid, modification, or withdrawal would have been timely bul for the action or
inaction of territorial personnel directly serving the procurement activity.

9. GOVYERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY: No material, labor or facilities will be furnished by the Government
unless otherwise provided for in the Solicitation.

10. CANCELLATION OR REVISION OF BID: This IFB may be canceled, or any and all bids may be rejected in
whole or in part as may be pursuant to GAR § 3115, when it is in the best interest of the Government.
Additionally, in accordance with GAR § 9105, if prior to award it is determined that a solicitation or proposed
award of a contract in in violation of the law, then the solicitation or proposed award shall be cancelsd or revised
to comply with the law. The reasons therefore shall be made part of the contract file.

11. REJECTION OF BIDS: Any bidder submilted in response to this IFB may be rejected in whole or in part with it is
in the best interest of the Government, in accordance with GAR § 3115(e).

Dear Mr. Slike,

This office represents Morrico Equipment, LLC (“Morrico”), 197 Ypao Road, Tamuning,
Guam 96913, with respect to GSWA-004-24, a procurement solicitation for a Compact Wheel
Loader with Attachments (the “IFB™). Morrico hereby files its protest with respect to the IFB.
The reasons for this protest are as follows.

The Guam Solid Waste Authority ("GSWA?), let the subject IFB on November 3, 2023.
Morrico submitted its bid on the IFB offering a Case 221F Loader. However, in a “Bid Status”
received by Morrico on December 13, 2023, the GSWA rejected the Morrico bid due to “Non-
conformance with the specifications.” The GSWA did not note which specification Morrico failed
to meet. Morrico submitted a Deviation Letter with its bid. The GSWA specifications and
Morrico’s deviations thereto are as follows:

1) GSWA Specification:

Powertrain: Max rise and fall single wheel: 15 inches maximum, 14 inch
minimum,

Morrico Deviation:

Morrico has a rise and fall single wheel of 11.8 inches for Case 221F
Loader.

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GSWA Specification:

Cooling: Hydraulically activated, self-adjusting internal wet disc brakes and
driveline drum brake.

Morrico Deviation:

Has a fan directly connected to the engine for Case 221F Loader.
GSWA Specification:

Operating Weight: 1.4 CY multi-purpose bucket: 12,800 Ibs. maximum,
Morrico Deviation:

Has 1.38 CY multi-purpose bucket.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) additional 1.4 CY bucket with bolt on edge.
Morrico Deviation:

Werk Brau supplies a 1.25 CY General Purpose Bucket.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) 60-inch pick-up broom; 800lb. minimum; 900 1b. max.
Morrico Deviation:

Smallest pick-up sweeper has a weight of 946 pounds.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) operator’s manual on CD.
Morrico Deviation:

Will supply a copy of the Operator’s Manual on a USB Drive.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) Warranty Manual.

Morrico Deviation:
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Case does not provide a warranty manual.
8) GSWA Specification:
Online manual for parts, service & repair.
Morrico Deviation:

This is a dealer only item. Only dealers are permitted to access the dealer
portals. A digital copy of the parts, service, and repair manual will be sup-
plied.

As noted above, GSWA did not advise Morrico which of the foregoing deviations it relied on to
reject Morrico’s bid.

However, Morrico was not able to offer a product that met all specifications of the IFB,
which is understandable since it cannot offer the John Deere 244P make and model on which
GSWA based its specifications. In response to a question from Far East Equipment Company,
LLC, GSWA advised that it based its specifications on a particular make and model of a compact
loader, the “John Deere model 244P.” But GSWA cannot restrictively apply the specifications of
a particular manufacturer’s product. Paragraph 19 of the IFB’s General Terms and Conditions,
provides as follows:

BRAND NAMES: Any reference in the Solicitation to
manufacturer’s Brand Names and number is due to lack of a
satisfactory  specification of commodity description. Such
preference is intended to be descriptive, but not restrictive and for
the sole purpose of indicating to prospective bidders a description of
the article or services that will be satisfactory. Bids on comparable
items will be considered provided the bidder clearly states in his bid
the exact articles he is offering and how it differs from the original
specification.

This “Brand Names” clause of the IFB’s General Terms and Conditions, is an
implementation of the provisions of 2 GAR § 4103(b)(2)(b), governing the use of brand names in
specification development. But theses regulations do not allow the application of brand name
specifications in a restrictive manner. Instead, the specifications must be construed as descriptive
only and must allow for the consideration for award of any substantially equivalent product. 2
GAR § 4103(b)(2)(b)(iii). The use of brand name specifications cannot be allowed to restrict
competition. 2 GAR § 4103(b)(2)(b)(v).

5 GCA § 5265 provides that: “All specifications shall seek to promote overall economy for
the purposes intended and encourage competition in satisfying the Territory’s needs, and shall not
be unduly restrictive.” In addition, 5 GCA § 5268(a) provides that: “Specifications shall not in-
clude requirements, such as but not limited to restrictive dimensions, weights or materials, which
unnecessarily restrict competition, and shall include only the essential physical characteristics and
functions required to meet the Territory’s minimum needs.” An agency should avoid specifications

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peculiar to one manufacturer and, instead, should develop specifications that “describe the salient
technical requirements or desired performance characteristics of supplies or services to be pro-
cured without including restrictions which do not significantly affect the technical requirements or
performance characteristics.” 5 GCA § 5268(b) and (c).

The GSWA’s application of the John Deere 244P specifications in a restrictive manner is
in violation of the foregoing regulations and statutes. Restrictive application of the John Deere
244P specifications here has reduced competition, and will result in a tremendous increase in costs
to the Territory. This is because the product that Morrico bid was $47,000 less expensive than the
John Deere 244P offered by Far East Equipment. The minimum needs to be met by the GSWA are
those that any loader would fulfill, and the loader offered by Morrico meets those basic needs.

Accordingly, based on the foregoing, Morrico respectfully requests that the GSWA accept
the lesser priced loader offered by Morrico. Please be advised that pursuant to 5 G.C.A. § 5425,
you are not to proceed further with the procurement or award of a procurement contract prior to
resolution of this bid protest.

Re:  Protest by Morrico Equipment LLC to GSWA Invitation to Bid
No. GSWA-004-24 for Compact Wheel Loader with Attachments

Dear Mr. Fowler:

This is in response to your letter dated December 27, 2023, protesting the procurement of
a Compact Wheel Loader published in IFB GSWA-004-24. The protest alleges that (1)
Morrico’s bid was rejected due to “non-conformance with the specifications™ without advising
which specification Morrico failed to meet and (2) GSWA restrictively applied the specifications
of a particular manufacturer’s product.

For the reasons set forth below, GSWA denies Morrico’s protest.

Morrico’s protest is untimely.

Morrico submitted its protest after the statutory deadline. Guam’s procurement law requires a
written protest be submitted within fourteen (14) days after the aggrieved bidder knows or should
have known the facts giving rise to the protest. 5 GCA § 5425.

On November 14, 2023, GSWA informed all bidders, including Morrico, that the John Deere
model 244P was the make/model machine GSWA used to form the basis for some IFB
specifications. Morrico did not submit its written protest until Jan 2, 2024, more than 14 days
from the date it was made aware that GSWA cited John Deere model 244P as its source for some
of the IFB’s specifications. Therefore, Morrico’s protest is untimely and denied.

GSWA'’s IFB did not solicit a brand name product and was not unduly restrictive.

Even though Morrico’s protest is denied for being untimely, GSWA also denies Morrico’s
allegation that the IFB solicited a brand name product. First, the I[FB did not use any brand

names in the specifications. Furthermore, as noted in your protest, the IFB provided that any
reference to a manufacturer’s brand name is intended to be descriptive but not restrictive.

The procurement record shows that GSWA sought a Compact Wheel Loader with horsepower
and weight similar to a John Deere 244/P. Other manufacturers such as Case, Ford, and Volvo
make units of similar size that perform similarly.

Furthermore, GSWA developed these specifications to meet the agency’s needs in the best
interests of Guam. The rise and fal} of wheels is a measurement spec that other manufacturers
such as Case, Volvo, and Caterpillar can meet. The wheel deflection is needed to get curb
clearance in Guam’s terrain. Based on experience, the type of waste GSWA would handle to
clean up illegal dump sites and green waste such as dust, paper, and plastic can clog a radiator.
Green waste such as brush, leaves, and branches is extremely dusty when ground up, and fine
particles can clog radiators. Therefore, the specifications also requested a loader with a reversible
hydraulic fan to reverse flow to maintain engine coolant temperature. Again, there are several
manufacturers that offer products that could have met the IFB specifications.

The specifications are not restrictive and seek a machine that meets GSWA’s needs, The
specifications do not refer to a brand name and can be met by different vendors. Therefore, the
IFB did not restrictively procure a specific manufacturer’s product and would deny the protest on
that basis too.

Morrico’s bid failed to meet the IFB requirements.

Instead of submitting a bid that met the IFB specifications, Morrico submitted a bid that included
several “deviations”. An IFB is awarded “to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder”
whose bid meets the requirements and criteria set forth in the IFB. 5 GCA § 5211(g) and 2 GAR
Div 4 § 3109(n)(1). A responsive bidder is a bid that conforms in all material respects to the IFB.
5 GCA § 5201(g) and 2 GAR Div 4 § 3109(n)(2). Any offer that does not meet the acceptability
requirements must be rejected as nonresponsive. 2 GAR Div 4 §§ 3109(n)(3), 3115(3)(3)(A)ii).
Morrico admitted in its bid that the product offered failed to meet the IFB requirements. This
resulted in Morrico offering a product smaller than what is needed to perform the necessary
functions and unable to perform well in the anticipated environment of use. Because Morrico’s
bid failed to meet the IFB’s requirements, GSWA appropriately rejected the bid as
nonresponsive.

Morrico did not request a reason for rejection, but Morrico also submitted a bid that it conceded
failed to meet the specifications. Morrico knew or should have known that its failure to offer a
product that met the IFB specifications was grounds for rejection.

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Conclusion.

GSWA denies Morrico’s protest for untimeliness but also denies Morrico’s claim that the IFB
improperly used a brand name in favor of a particular vendor. Morrico has the right to
administrative and judicial review of this decision, denying the protest.

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the U.S.
Department of Labor, Wage and Hour Division, for review (See 29 CFR 4.6(b){2)(ii)).

4) Within 38 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or
disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or
notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process
the request.

Dear Mr. Slike,

This office represents Morrico Equipment, LLC (*Morrico™), 197 Ypao Road, Tamuning,
Guam 96913, with respect to GSWA-004-24, a procurement solicitation for a Compact Wheel
Loader with Attachments (the “IFB™). Morrico hereby files its protest with respect to the IFB.
The reasons for this protest are as foliows,

The Guam Solid Waste Authority (“GSWA™), let the subject IFB on November 3, 2023.
Morrico submitted its bid on the IFB offering a Case 221F Loader. However, in a “Bid Status”
received by Morrico on December 13, 2023, the GSWA rejected the Morrico bid due to “Non-
conformance with the specifications.” The GSWA did not note which specification Morrico failed
to meet. Morrico submitted a Deviation Letter with its bid. The GSWA specifications and
Morrico’s deviations thereto are as follows:

1) GSWA Specification:

Powertrain: Max rise and fall single wheel: 15 inches maximum, 14 inch
minimum.

Morrico Deviation:

Morrico has a rise and fall single wheel of 11.8 inches for Case 221F
Loader.

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GSWA Specification:

Cooling: Hydraulically activated, se] f-adjusting internal wet disc brakes and
driveline drum brake.

Morrico Deviation:

Has a fan directly connected to the engine for Case 221F Loader.
GSWA Specification:

Operating Weight: 1.4 CY multi-purpose bucket: 12,800 Ibs. maximum.
Morrico Deviation:

Has 1.38 CY multi-purpose bucket.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) additional 1.4 CY bucket with bolt on edge.
Morrico Deviation:

Werk Brau supplies a 1.25 CY General Purpose Bucket.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) 60-inch pick-up broom: 8001b. minimum; 900 1b. max.
Morrico Deviation:

Smallest pick-up sweeper has a weight of 946 pounds.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) operator’s manual on CD.
Morrico Deviation:

Will supply a copy of the Operator’s Manual on a USB Drive.
GSWA Specification:

One (1) Warranty Manual.

Morrico Deviation:
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Case does not provide a warranty manual.
8) GSWA Specification:
Online manual for parts, service & repair,
Morrico Deviation:

This is a dealer only item. Only dealers are permitted to access the dealer
portals. A digital copy of the parts, service, and repair manual will be sup-
plied.

As noted above, GSWA did not advise Morrico which of the foregoing deviations it relied on to
reject Morrico’s bid.

LLC, GSWA advised that it based its specifications on a particular make and model of a compact
loader, the “John Deere model 244P.” But GSWA cannot restrictively apply the specifications of
a particular manufacturer’s product. Paragraph 19 of the IFB’s General Terms and Conditions,
provides as foliows:

BRAND NAMES: Any reference in the Solicitation to
manufacturer’s Brand Names and number is due to lack of a
satisfactory  specification of commodity description. Such
preference is intended to be descriptive, but not restrictive and for
the sole purpose of indicating to prospective bidders a description of
the article or services that will be satisfactory. Bids on comparable
items will be considered provided the bidder clearly states in his bid
the exact articles he is offering and how it differs from the original
specification.

This “Brand Names” clause of the IFB’s General Terms and Conditions, is an
implementation of the provisions of 2 GAR § 4103(b)(2)(b), governing the use of brand names in
specification development. But theses regulations do not allow the application of brand name
specifications in a restrictive manner. Instead, the specifications must be construed as descriptive
only and must allow for the consideration for award of any substantially equivalent product. 2
GAR § 4103(b)(2)(b)(iii). The use of brand name specifications cannot be allowed to restrict
competition. 2 GAR § 4103(b)(2)(b)(v).

5 GCA § 5265 provides that: “All specifications shall seek to promote overalj economy for
the purposes intended and encourage competition in satisfying the Territory’s needs, and shall not
be unduly restrictive.” In addition, 5 GCA § 5268(a) provides that: “Specifications shall not in-
clude requirements, such as but not limited to restrictive dimensions, weights or materials, which
unnecessarily restrict competition, and shall include only the essential physical characteristics and
functions required to meet the Territory’s minimum needs.” An agency should avoid specifications

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peculiar to one manufacturer and, instead, should develop specifications that “describe the salient
technical requirements or desired performance characteristics of supplies or services to be pro-
cured without including restrictions which do not significantly affect the technical requirements or
performance characteristics.” S GCA § 5268(b) and (c).

The GSWA’s application of the John Deere 244P specifications in a restrictive manner js
in violation of the foregoing regulations and statutes. Restrictive application of the John Deere
244P specifications here has reduced competition, and will result in a tremendous increase in costs
to the Territory. This is because the product that Morrico bid was $47,000 Jess expensive than the
John Deere 244P offered by Far East Equipment. The minimum needs to be met by the GSWA are
those that any loader would fulfill, and the loader offered by Morrico meets those basic needs.

Accordingly, based on the foregoing, Morrico respectfully requests that the GSWA accept
the lesser priced loader offered by Morrico. Please be advised that pursuant to 5 G.C.A. § 5425,
You are not to proceed further with the procurement or award of a Procurement-contract prior to
resolution of this bid protest.

Dear Mr. Fowler:

This is in response to your letter dated December 27, 2023, protesting the procurement of
a Compact Wheel Loader published in IFB GSWA-004-24. The protest alleges that (1)
Morrico’s bid was rejected due to “non-conformance with the specifications” without advising
which specification Morrico failed to meet and (2) GSWA restrictively applied the specifications
of a particular manufacturer’s product.

For the reasons set forth below, GSWA denies Morrico’s protest.

Morrtico’s protest is untimely.

Motrico submitted its protest after the statutory deadline. Guam’s procurement law requires a
written protest be submitted within fourteen (14) days after the aggrieved bidder knows or should
have known the facts giving rise to the protest. 5 GCA § 5425.

On November 14, 2023, GSWA informed all bidders, including Morrico, that the John Deere
model 244P was the make/model machine GSWA used to form the basis for some IFB
specifications. Morrico did not submit its written protest until Jan 2, 2024, more than 14 days
from the date it was made aware that GSWA cited John Deere model 244P as its source for some
of the IFB’s specifications. Therefore, Morrico’s protest is untimely and denied.

GSWA's IFB did not solicit a brand name product and was not unduly restrictive.

Even though Morrico’s protest is denied for being untimely, GSWA also denies Morrico’s
allegation that the IFB solicited a brand name product. First, the IFB did not use any brand

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names in the specifications. Furthermore, as noted in your protest, the IFB provided that any
reference to a manufacturer’s brand name is intended to be descriptive but not restrictive.

The procurement record shows that GSWA sought a Compact Wheel Loader with horsepower
and weight similar to a John Deere 244/P. Other manufacturers such as Case, F ord, and Volve
make units of similar size that perform similarly.

Furthermore, GSWA developed these specifications to meet the agency’s needs in the best
interests of Guam. The rise and fall of wheels is a measurement spec that other manufacturers
such as Case, Volvo, and Caterpillar can meet. The wheel deflection is needed to get curb
clearance in Guam’s terrain. Based on experience, the type of waste GSWA would handle to
clean up illegal dump sites and_green waste_such as dust,-paper; and plastie ean-clog-a-radiator.
Green waste such as brush, leaves, and branches is extremely dusty when ground up, and fine
particles can clog radiators. Therefore, the specifications also requested a loader with a reversible
hydraulic fan to reverse flow to maintain engine coolant temperature. Again, there are several
manufacturers that offer products that could have met the IFB specifications.

The specifications are not restrictive and seek a machine that meets GSWA’s needs. The
specifications do not refer to a brand name and can be met by different vendors. Therefore, the
IFB did not restrictively procure a specific manufacturer’s product and would deny the protest on
that basis too.

Morrico’s bid failed to meet the IFB requirements.

Instead of submitling a bid that met the IFB specifications, Morrico submitted a bid that included
several “deviations”. An IFB is awarded “to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder”
whose bid meets the requirements and criteria set forth in the IFB. 5 GCA § 5211(g) and 2 GAR
Div 4 § 3109(n)(1). A responsive bidder is a bid that conforms in all material respects to the IFB.
5 GCA § 5201(g) and 2 GAR Div 4 § 3109(n)(2). Any offer that does not meet the acceptability
requirements must be rejected as nonresponsive. 2 GAR Div 4 §§ 3 109(n)(3), 3115(3)(3)(A)(ii).
Morrico admitted in its bid that the product offered failed to meet the IFB requirements. This
resulted in Morrico offering a product smaller than what is needed to perform the necessary
functions and unable to perform well in the anticipated environment of use. Because Mormico's
bid failed to meet the IFB’s requirements, GSWA appropriately rejected the bid as
nonresponsive,

Morrico did not request a reason for rejection, but Morrico also submitted a bid that it conceded
failed to meet the specifications, Morrico knew or should have known that its failure to offer a
product that met the IFB specifications was grounds for rejection.

4, §3114{(c),
which require a written determination of need justifying the use of competitive selection
procedures,

Under 10 GCA Chapter 51A, Guam Solid Waste Authority (GSWA) shall organize, plan for, and
secure and manage resources and promote the implementation of the Solid Waste Management
Plan and evaluate and promote capital improvements and maintenance programs to the solid waste
management system.

Guam Solid Waste Authority (GSWA) intends to release an invitation for bid for the procurement of
a compact wheel loader with attachments, thus eliminating the need to continuaily rent such
equipment from external rental companies. Several reasons for purchasing a compact wheel loader
include cost efficiency, operational efficacy, and the fulfiliment of our core responsibilities in
managing solid waste services on the island.

GSWA would utilize this equipment for offloading trash carts from shipment containers, loading
and offloading 55-galion drums in Operations and the HHW Facility, cleaning debris around the
compound and transfer stations, and eventually assisting DPW in cleaning up illegal dump sites.

An inquiry was submitted to the local General Services Agency on October 18, 2023 to confirm that
the item was ngt available in the Government of Guam's inventory.
